For Adam, it’s a magical place where although he 
can’t walk, he can fly down a zipline. 

Growing up with Cerebral Palsy is hard. Adam legs are very weak and he uses a walker or a 
wheelchair to get around.  He knows that people look at him and think he is different. At Jordan 
River Village he was able to have fun with his family and make new friends. Adam said: “The Village 
gave me the courage to feel comfortable, not to be ashamed that I’m disabled and different. That 
feeling allows you to celebrate life.”
